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TIMBER HARVESTING 

Salvaging the Blowdown: Act II 

The worldwide economic downturn that began in 2007 continued its slide through 2009, 

dropping log prices to historic lows.  Even though the market was poor, the remainder of the

logged (about 25% remained).  So 2009Ωǎ timber harvesting efforts consisted of the continuation 

and completion of the salvage logging efforts.  The AX timber sale and the Big Blow salvage 

logging services contract were both extended into mid-2009 in order to complete the effort. 

AX Timber Sale 

The 75 acre AX άǇŀȅ-as-Ŏǳǘέ timber sale was purchased by Sierra Pacific Industries, Inc. 

(SPI) in August, 2008.  It was made up of six sub-units located on the west side of the City Forest 

along the A, B, and X-line roads.  SPI contracted with Jackson Timber, Inc. (JTI) to perform the 

logging and trucking.  Four of the six sub-units were logged in 2008, the remaining two, totaling 

37 acres and located on the B-100 and B-200 spurs, were logged in spring of 2009. They 

produced a total of 1,169.29 MBF saw log volume, and 1,933 tons of pulp wood.  This brought in 

to the City $269,671 in 2009 timber sale revenue.  The total cut out for the 75 acre timber sale 

was 3,000.21 MBF sawlog volume (42% fir, 53% hemlock, 3% cedar, 2% alder), plus 2,982.71 

tons of pulp.  The total revenue from the Ax timber sale was $600,656.53. A map showing the 

areas logged in 2009 follows at the end of this section.
